In addition, candidates will be appointed as Founding Directors to the Board in November-December 2018. Appointments will be designated for of the all 8 regions and Director of Higher Education. If a candidate not appointed in the first round of to representatives a region, their Board of Directors Application Form will be keep on file for future vacancies on the Board. Directors will serve a two year term. Commencing in 2020 all vacancies will be filled by members of the corresponding LAACE State Affiliates.  A Founding Director may serve an additional two year term if nominated by their regional affiliate and recommended to LACCE national.  Final appointment is made by the LAACE Board of Directors.  In the absence of an organized regional affiliate, a person can be apply and be nominated directly to the national organization for a board of directors appointment. 
Nominations are to be submitted to the LAACE Nominations Committee to determine each

nominee’s satisfaction of the minimum qualifications. The Committee will then seek out

written statements of acceptance from nominees, affirming their interest in serving as a

Director.  In November the Board will fill the vacancies from the list of eligible candidates.

Eligible candidates from odd numbered regions who are not appointed, may remain on

the list of nominees for the October elections, provided they continue to meet the

minimum qualifications.

Qualifications To Serve on the LAACE Board of Directors
1.Must be a “personal faith confessing Christian”- -confessing Jesus as their personal Savior. 

2. Good spiritual, moral and ethical character.
3. Must be an LAACE member in good standing (dues paying)

4. Should be a member or attend a church, place of worship, or Christian gathering.

5. If nominated, shall submit a written statement to the Secretary of the board

accepting the nomination and agreeing to serve as a Director if elected.

6. Must be willing to, and shall execute a board member commitment statement

once elected. (See attached Board Member Commitment Form)
